What is TRIO
Educational Talent Search?

The TRIO Educational Talent Search (ETS) program
identifies and assists individuals from disadvantaged
backgrounds who have the potential to succeed in
higher education. The program provides academic,
career, and financial counseling to its participants and
encourages them to graduate from high school and
continue on to the postsecondary school of their
choice. Outreach Advisors also encourage participants
who have dropped out of secondary or postsecondary
education to re-enroll. Talent Search is not a remedial
program, but a college preparatory program.

Eligibility

Participants don't need straight A's, an ear for music,
or an awesome slam-dunk, just the desire to succeed.
Students who are between the ages of 11 and 27 and
interested in attending a college or university after
high school may apply for the program. The earlier
students enroll in the program, the more they stand to
gain.

If you can answer yes to any of the following

statements, you may be eligible to participate:

e | have a parent or guardian who has not yet
graduated from a four-year post-secondary

institution.

e | live in a household that meets federally defined
low-income guidelines.

e | live in a single parent household.

o My family is eligible for state or federal services
such as free or reduced lunch.

TRIO ETS is funded by the United States

Department of Education and is offered to
qualifying students at no cost.
